4. From which book of the Bible is today’s second reading?
What does St. Paul tell us about being married versus single?

Are most Roman Catholic priests married or single? How does this relate with today’s
reading?

6. Answer to last week’s question: Before he finally went to Nineveh, Jonah ran away
from God. He did not like the people of Nineveh and didn’t want to preach repentance to
them.
